31 “It was also said, ‘Whoever divorces his 
wife, let him give her a certificate of 
divorce.’

“When a man takes a wife and marries her, if then 
she finds no favor in his eyes because he has found

1. Marriage is designed to be a permanent 
and exclusive covenant between one 
man and one woman.

2. Divorce (except for sexual immorality)
is defined as sin.

3. The only ones eligible for remarriage 
after divorce are those who have 
divorced a spouse for sexual immorality.

Three Biblical Principles
of Marriage, Divorce, and Remarriage



13 If any woman has a husband who is an 
unbeliever, and he consents to live with her, she 
should not divorce him. 14 For the unbelieving 
husband is made holy because of his wife, and 
the unbelieving wife is made holy because of 
her husband. Otherwise your children would be 
unclean, but as it is, they are holy. 15 But if the 
unbelieving partner separates, let it be so. In 
such cases the brother or sister is not enslaved. 
God has called you to peace. 16 For how do you 
know, wife, whether you will save your 
husband? Or how do you know, husband, 
whether you will save your wife?

1 Corinthians 7:13-16



10 To the married I give this charge (not I, 
but the Lord): the wife should not 
separate from her husband 11 (but if she 
does, she should remain unmarried or else 
be reconciled to her husband), and the 
husband should not divorce his wife.

10 The disciples said to him, “If such is the 
case of a man with his wife, it is better not 
to marry.” 11 But he said to them, “Not 
everyone can receive this saying, but 
only those to whom it is given.
